House Rules

Davis Tennis Club

Article 1 - General

Sec. 1 - Application – These House Rules apply to the Davis Tennis Club (DTC) located in Davis, California. 

Sec. 2 - Purpose – The purpose of these House Rules is to document arrangements for the daily operation of the DTC and approved from time to time by the DTC Board of Directors in one convenient location.
Sec. 3 – Relationship – These House rules are intended to be consistent with the DTC By-Laws. In case of conflict, the By-Laws govern.
Article 2 - Membership

Sec. 1 – Membership Classes - Membership classes consist of Regular members, Family members and Associate members. Associate members are those who are members of a neighborhood club with reciprocity.
Sec. 2 - Dues – Dues for Family members are 1.5 times the dues for Regular members. Dues for Associate members are .5 times the dues for Regular members.
Sec. 3 – Reciprocity – Members of the Woodland Tennis Club, the University Tennis Club, and the West Sacramento Tennis Club may become Associate members of the DTC and vice versa.
Sec. 4 – Benefits – The DTC provides the following benefits to its members:
· Maintenance of the court nets, straps and wind screens at the Community Courts
· Court cleaning

· Lessons through our tennis pro – the Davis Tennis Academy (for rates, contact the DTA)
· Interclub play through the Sacramento Area Tennis Association (SATA) and USTA and SATA tournament play

· Regular social evening play
· Drop-in play
· Use of the clubhouse
Article 3 – Meetings

 Sec. 1 – Meeting Day and Time - The Board of the DTC meets every first Wednesday of the month in the clubhouse, starting at 6.00 pm.
Article 4 – Permitted Match Play
Sec. 1 – Permits - To allow scheduled matches, such as SATA and USTA leagues, to proceed as planned, the DTC has an arrangement with the Davis School District to reserve courts at the Community Courts, a.k.a. “permitted court time”.
Sec. 2 – Insurance – The DTC liability insurance applies only to permitted match play under the auspices of the DTC.

Sec. 3 – Relation to Membership – Participation in permitted match play requires players to be either members or Associate members.
 Article 5 – Clubhouse
Sec. 1 – Access – Access to the clubhouse is controlled with a keyless security lock. The combination to the lock is limited to DTC Board members and team captains.
Sec. 2 – Maintenance – The DTC will ask volunteers to do a quarterly cleaning of the clubhouse.

Sec. 3 – Use – DTC members may reserve the clubhouse for club related social events and this must be approved by the Clubhouse Manager in advance. Users are required to follow all clubhouse rules, including clean up after use, which includes disposal of trash and perishable food in the refrigerator.
Sect. 4 – Alcohol – Under City of Davis and insurance regulations, the DTC is permitted to serve alcoholic drinks during events, provided that they are not for sale. Alcoholic drinks are not to be stored in the clubhouse.

Sec. 5 – Age – Use of the clubhouse by minors is permitted, as long as there is adult supervision.

Sec. 6 – Donations – The DTC will consider proposed donations of furniture or decoration. Items must be approved by the Board before leaving them in the clubhouse. The proposed donations will be removed if approval is not given beforehand.
Article 6 – Lost and Found
Sec. 1 – Location – Found items should be given to the Tennis Pro, who will put them in a designated location in the clubhouse. Players should contact DTC Board members after losing items. These guidelines will be posted on the bulletin board and on the DTC website.
Article 7 – Bathroom Key
Sec. 1 – Agreement - The DTC has an agreement with the AquaDarts who lease the pool from the City.  In this agreement, the AquaDarts require DTC members to use the pool-side entrance to the bathrooms when the complex is in use.  Players must enter the bathrooms from the outside using the key when the complex is not in use and the gates to the pool complex are locked.
Sec. 2 – Key Use and Storage - The key to the Community Pool bathrooms is to be stored in the clubhouse when not in use for permitted events.  Always lock the bathroom door and do not prop it open.
Article 8 - Amendments
Amendments to these House Rules will follow the same procedure as for amending the By-Laws.
